REQUIREMENTS FOR FILING PATENTS IN OAPI

Basic information to secure a filing date on Non-PCT Applications (Paris Convention cases):

-)   Description and claims.

-)   Drawings, if any.

-)   Name, address and nationality of applicant(s).

-)   Name, address and nationality of inventor(s)

-)   Priority information: serial number; filing date and country of origin.

Basic information to secure a filing date on PCT Applications:

-)   Copy of PCT Request.

-)   Copy of published application, including description, claims, abstract and drawings. 

-)   Power of Attorney hereto attached-It Can be filed within 3 months from filing date in OAPI. Additional one month extension is available.

-)   Certified copy of priority documents, if any-should be filed within 3 months from filing date in OAPI.  No extensions available.

-)   Assignment document from inventor(s). It can be filed within three months from filing date in OAPI. Additional one month extension is available.

Term for filing:  6 months from filing date on priority applications.
